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River restoration projects are designed to recreate functional characteristics 
within a context of physical stability. They tend to focus on the development and 
application of geomorphic principles for river restoration design. Due to different 
models obtaining different results on the same problem, incomplete or absent 
data, and climatic/social/cultural changes, the designers and managers of such 
projects frequently face high levels of uncertainty.
